The drive through New Delhi includes the Embassy area

lunch. In the afternoon, visit Bangla Sahib, a famous Sikh
Temple. Take a sightseeing tour of New Delhi. Drive past
Safdarjang’s Tomb (1735 A.D.), visit Qutab Minar, 72 metres
high and one of the most perfect towers of the Persian world.
Nearby, amidst the ruins of the Quwut-ul-Islam Mosque stand
the Iron pillar which has stood the vagaries of weather and not
rusted over 1500 years. In the evening, enjoy a Punjabi cooking

JAIPUR - The capital of Rajasthan, this picturesque city is a
symphony in pink, a color that signifies hospitality in Rajput
culture. Built by Raja Jai Singh in the 18th century, it is
surrounded by hills topped with rugged fortresses and dotted
with fairy tale palaces. Ambling camels and brightly dressed
locals reflect Jaipur’s desert heritage while the teeming markets
display a profusion of handlooms and crafts. Come visit the city
of love, legends and lore. Reception upon arrival at the
railway station and transfer to hotel. In the afternoon, take a
tour of the City of Jaipur, known as the “Pink City of Rajasthan,”
since so many of its buildings are painted a lovely pink hue.
Visit the palace of the Winds (Hawa Mahal), a distinctive
example of architectural delicacy and beauty, the City Palace
and its Museum and the unique Jantar Mantar Observatory
which was built in the 1700s, yet even today still looks futuristic
or almost surrealistic. In the evening, enjoy a Rajasthani cooking
demonstration and dinner

In the morning, enjoy an excursion to the Amber Palace outside
Jaipur, overlooking the desert plains of Rajasthan. Make an
ascent to the palace on the back of a gaily-caparisoned
elephant and tour the chambers and hallways of the palace that
are famous for the excellence of their design and decoration.
Continue on to Kripal Singh and enjoy a story about the revival
of Blue Pottery. Visit Jahari Market and meet the Surana
Family, the Royal Jewelers of the city, and their factory and
showroom.

The ancient city once the capital of the Mughal Empire in the
16th and 17th century, depicts a gorgeous panorama of
majestic architectural creations and a rich tradition of art and
culture. Agra houses one of Seven Wonders of the World, the
marble symphony of Emperor Shaha Jehan - “The Taj Mahal’.
Discover the dazzling creations of their craftsmen in other
architectural marvels in Agra, the quintessential Mughal City.
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sightseeing - AGRA FORT: Built by Emperor Akbar, the maze
of courtyards, mosque and private chambers of the fort echo
the story of the Mughal Empire. The Moti Masjid and other
magnificent buildings reflect the skill of the ancient Indian
architects and artists. In the evening, delight in a Mughal style
cooking demonstration.
